Lt. Colonel Urban has the distinction of being the most decorated combat 
soldier in U.S. history as the result of 29 decorations, including seven Purple 
Hearts for injuries suffered in combat during World War II and the 
Congressional Medal of Honor, the latter being the highest honor for 
members of the U.S. Armed Forces.  Reader’s Digest called him “A One 
In A Million Soldier.”  In 1989, the Guiness World Book of Records termed 
him to be “the greatest combat soldier ever.”

By signing this petition, you and your fellow Americans are requesting that 
the United States Postal Service issue a commemorative stamp to honor this 
national hero, a Polish American who was born in Buffalo, NY, and who 
was laid to rest in Arlington National Cemetery in March, 1995.
